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Just Another Toy   by Dale Benjamin 
I©ve always admired the looks of the 1936-37 Cord. 
However the undependable front-drive, electrical shifting 
and cost had discouraged me from buying the car.  
 
But there is a car to take the Cord©s place. I found a 1940 
Graham Hollywood that had been stored in Pennsylvania 
for a considerable length of time. The 1940-41 Graham 
used the Cord sedan body with a restyled front end and 
dependable running gear. The car I purchased ran badly 
and mice had camped in the headliner and seats for 
some time. It smelled! But it was without rust and had 
great potential. (We have all used those terms before.)  
 
I brought the "thing" home by trailer and started the 
restoration. You all know the routine. All that remains is 
painting the wheels. And it looks great! But it sure doesn©t 
drive like a Lincoln. 
 
This is an interesting car .The graham Brothers made 
trucks and cars from 1909 through 1941 when the plant 
went into war production. After the war, the Graham was 
never revived. Instead, the president, named Frazer, 
joined Kaiser and manufactured the Frazer auto. When 
that venture folded, the company transformed itself into a 
closed investment corporation. The name was changed 
to the Madison Square Garden Corporation and they built 
a new Garden in the sixties. Now they also own the New 
York Rangers Hockey Team, Knickerbockers Basketball 
Team and Soccer Club. 
 
What does the car look like? Go to the web site of 
www.Graham-Paige.com and scroll down and click on 
"Ken Dunsire©s Graham Website". Then click on "Graham 
#2" and scroll down to the 1941 S/C Hollywood Model 
109. Note there are no running boards and there are four 
"pontoon-shaped" fenders. Scroll on to the 1941 
Hollywood Model 113 which is the color of my car. All 
pictures can be enlarged. 
 
Engines in the Hollywood were manufactured by 
Continental to Graham©s specifications and came 
supercharged or not supercharged. An almost exact copy 
of the engine was used in the Kaiser-Frazers.  
 
So after having the Graham upholstered to original 
specifications and grooming or replacing so many 
different parts, it catches a lot of looks. But, sooner or 
later I will be off on another hunt to find an old car that 
needs TLC that only I deceitfully believe, can give it. 

 
1941 Graham S/C Hollywood Model 109 

100 Year Owner of 1972 Lincoln

I thought you might be interested in the following 
information about the 1972 Lincoln Continental sedan 
that my mother, Josie Roller Fleenor, accepted delivery 
on in December, 1971. In October, 1971, she had me 
order the car for her through the Ford-Lincoln-Mercury 
dealer in Middlesboro, Kentucky. Since Mother never did 
drive very much, the car was titled in her name and mine.  
 
The car now has 69,026 miles, and has never had any 
restoration. It has been maintained as needed. Mother 
plans to keep the car as long as she lives. She was born 
August 25, 1902, Sullivan County, Kingsport, TN. Your 
quick math, yes, she is 100 years young. When the car 
was ordered, she specified that it be white out-side and 
inside, with the stereo radio and the little bumper guards 
on the front. She thought they were cute, and I should 
order anything else I thought it should have. After 
delivery of the car I had the tires changed, and later 
added luxury wheel covers. 
 
Another note that might be of interest. My sister accepted 
delivery of her ordered 1977 Lincoln Continental Town 
Car in September, 1976. It now has 21,478 miles. It is all 
original and has been maintained as needed. It is triple 
black. 
 
The original factory invoice shows that the car was 
shipped to Cumberland Ford Motors in Middlesboro, 
Kentucky on 11/15/71. It shows both the suggested retail 
price of $7,419 and the dealer©s cost of $5,860 as base 
price for this model. The accessories came to another 
$1,036.25 retail and $810.75 wholesale. Add destination 
and delivery charges of $103 for a total of $8,558 retail, 
and then gasoline and miscellaneous for $6,612 dealer©s 
cost as the bottom line. There is no final suggested retail 
price so we are not sure exactly what she paid for the 
car.

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Saving History             by James Kaster 
 
In the last newsletter I expounded upon the “What-If” 
scenarios of restoring cars using my two Lincolns as an 
example: 
�  1980 Versailles with interchangeable parts to show as 

factory original or the conceptual Signature Series and 
�  1968½ Mark III restored to look like a 1979 Mark V Bill 

Blass (see final installment in this issue). 
Also discussed in that issue were the ideas of restoration 
to original factory standard, slight personalization and 
heavier modification. But, there’s a trend gaining 
acceptance across the nation in many car clubs while 
commanding some interesting prices at auctions. This 
trend centers around preserving automotive legacy by 
keeping cars unrestored.  
 
According to BusinessWeek, 12/10/2007, “a number of 
car shows, including ones sponsored by Ferrari and 
BMW collector car clubs, have added competitions for 
judging ‘preservation’ cars. The prestigious Concours 
d’Elegance show at California’s Pebble Beach Resort 
added a preservation class competition for postwar cars 
this August. The Concours had been judging pre-1945 
preservation cars for eight years.” 
 
Many collectors and judges do admit, however, that 
defining the preserved state is a bit challenging. The 
article explains that leaving the paint, leather, glass and 
chrome alone is the minimum. Generally, adding seat 
belts, safer tires or new mechanical parts are acceptable. 
 
The rewards are for collectors and spectators alike in 
seeing how an original car operates and exited the 
factory. These unrestored cars become a sort of 
authenticity comparison for others restoring their cars. 
 
Perhaps this makes sense for lower production icons. It 
may make sense for archeological purposes. And finally, 
it may make sense just for sentimental reasons. So if you 
have an unrestored original in your collection, take pride 
in knowing that you are saving history.

The Lincoln MKT concept features Lincoln’s signature 
double-wing chrome grille, encapsulating LED headlamps 
that wrap around into the sculptured hood.  
 
Its elegant body side chamfer runs along the shoulder, 
with dynamic haunches over the rear wheel arches. Inset 
into each front fender and traveling through the door 
panels are chrome Lincoln stars with spears that add 
visual length to the car. Meanwhile, winged, curb-clearing 
doors give the car a dramatic sense of direction, agility 
and forward movement.  
 
A substantial C-pillar creates an aura of privacy for the 
rear occupants. Like limousines, the MKT cuts an 
interesting profile – long, low and comfortably wide. The 
signature roofline runs the entire length of the greenhouse 
and remains uninterrupted.  
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Mark III Bill Blass     by James Kaster 
In this final installment of my restoration / modification of 
my Mark III, I focus on the interior restoration. This 
process was enlightening for me as I learned more about 
the Mark IIIs. The real lesson surrounded interior colors. 
Now, I know that you’re questioning why I would care 
about this since I am modifying the car from original. I 
actually questioned myself on this. But, I still wanted to be 
as close to original as possible, when possible.  
 
While the car was out for exterior restoration, I ordered 
leather, vinyl and headliner materials. I asked for the 
white color used in 1968 because my car is a 1968½ 
model. However, for 1968½, Lincoln did not have a white 
interior option. The closest they had was “parchment” 
which is off-white, kind of pearly or creamy. I also ordered 
new carpet in navy. 
 
I was fortunate to find an interior shop close to home that 
had time around the holidays to start on my car. In one 
month they installed the carpet, recovered the seats, 
recovered the door and side panels, installed the 
headliner, dyed a few plastic pieces and more. I took 
photos along the way to track the progress. You may see 
the restoration pictures on my website.

Keeping with the design of the ’79 Mark V Bill Blass 
edition with a white interior, I had the seats piped with a 
contrasting navy blue. I also maintained the original door 
pulls and armrests in contrasting navy blue. Below are 
two photos of the interior restoration. 
 

 
 

 
Now I can return my focus to detailing and fixing a few 
more mechanical items on the car. Look for me and my 
Mark at future LCOC events this year. 

Trunk Letters              by James Kaster  
Paying attention to details is part of any restoration 
project. Many times, the execution is the challenge. 
During the restoration of my Mark IIII, the C-O-N-T-I-N-E-
N-T-A-L trunk letters had to be removed and then glued 
after painting. Now, not all Mark IIIs have the glue on 
letters. Some have letters with pins and pre-drilled holes 
in the decklid. I believe those are for model years 1970 & 
1971. However for 1968½ and 1969, they are glued on. 
This is my tip on how to glue the letters. 
 
1. Trunk Hump – after painting. I first applied the Bill 

Blass decal centered above the lock. 

 
2. I Dremel’ed the back of each of the letters for 

evenness and I Dremel’ed the fronts to polish the 
chrome. Then I painted the black edges. 

3. Next, I took a piece of extra pinstripe and made a 
black mark each 3-1/2 inches where the center 
point of the letters would go. (This was the 
measurement of the letters before removal.) 

 
4. I then lightly placed the pinstripe around the 

hump, ensuring that the marked points were all 
equal distance from the edge / gold pinstripe. 

5. Assuming the lock was well centered; I placed 
the trunk key in the lock and attached a string. As 
I glued each letter to the hump, I extended the 
string to the black mark on the pinstripe allowing 
me to center the letter on that axis. 

 
6. Last, I just removed the temp pinstripe and the 

key with string. All that is left is waiting for the 
glue to dry. 
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Backseats 
Taking a backseat in a Lincoln or 
Continental is always a pleasure because 
“ inside Lincoln Continental you step into 
a world of tasteful luxury.”

Definitions 
For those of us car enthusiasts, we hear many terms 
bantered around, such as classic, restored, rare, show car, 
concours, and more. Yet, there doesn’t seem to be one 
standardized definition for these terms. And now newer 
terms are surfacing to distinguish the nuances of 
restoration, like: restomod, restorod and restified. I scanned 
the Internet for definitions. Does this match your own 
definition of these terms? 
 
Restomod: A nicely restored classic, with some 
modification added to the car to enhance the performance 
or cosmetics of the vehicle, but keeping in the spirit of the 
original design as much as possible. 
 
Restorod: Like a restomod, this term suggests that the car 
was “hot-rodded” during its restoration with perhaps more 
performance, chopping and lowering. 
 
Restified: The synonym of Restomod. People who use this 
term seem to prefer this word to describe subtle changes 
during the restoration process. They consider the car 
restored with some modern updates when replacing some 
mechanical parts.
