1942 – 2007 

The Southern Region of The Lincoln and 
Continental Owners Club lost a dear friend and a 
loyal supporter on September 26th when Mike 
Bamberg died tragically, the victim of a home 
invasion and robbery at his home in Alabama. 
 
A native of Knoxville, Tennessee, Mike spent most 
of his life in Birmingham, Alabama.  An engineer 
by profession, he was an enthusiastic participant 
in the antique car hobby.  A regular at Southern 
Region LCOC events throughout the Southeast in 
the 1990s, he served for over 10 years as the 
Southern Region’s Treasurer and Alabama State 
Manager.  He was involved in several National 
Meets hosted by the Southern Region.  Mike was 
an ambassador for the Lincoln marque in other car 
clubs as well, serving as an officer in his local 
AACA region and helping to put on a couple of 
AACA National Meets in Alabama.  His beautiful 
black 1955 Lincoln Capri sedan (with which he 
won a Lincoln Trophy at Callaway Gardens, GA in 
2000) was his pride and joy and was well known 
all over the southeast.  He also owned a low 
mileage dark red 1979 Town Car.    

 
Mike was devoted to his family, particularly his 
mother, who lived with him in her old age until she 
died a few years ago.  He was active in his church 
and was an accomplished piano player. 
 
If you knew Mike Bamberg, you liked him.  A true 
southern gentleman, modest and soft spoken, his 
love of automobiles was the common denominator 
with which he made friends from all walks of life.  I 
will always remember that, in my years as 
Southern Region Director, we always unanimously 
re-elected him Treasurer each year without 
opening the floor for nominations or giving him a 
chance to say if he wanted to serve for another 
year or not!  A few minutes of laughter and 
sarcastic comments always ensued.  His annual 
financial reports were always written in a beautiful 
hand and accounted for every penny, although he 
always jokingly suggested in his verbal report at 
the Board Meeting that the Region had somehow 
made a donation to purchase some ’55 Lincoln 
parts!  We were all proud to call Mike our friend 
and our lives will be a little bit poorer without him.

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My First Ford      by Rolland Bushner 
In 1953, after a number of years driving GM cars, I 
bought my first Ford, a shiny green Mainline V-8 
sedan, in Beirut, Lebanon. Some inconvenient 
experiences ensued. 
  
The change to Ford resulted from my assignment to the 
American Embassy in Tehran, Iran, where I was told  
the only reliable mechanical service would be 
available at a Ford dealership. Getting to Tehran 
required a drive of an estimated 530 miles over mostly 
narrow, poor roads through Syria, Jordan, Iraq and a 
good part of Iran. As I had a full length plaster cast 
on my right leg (a result of a serious auto accident), 
I had a hand throttle installed on the dashboard.  
 
I tried to avoid being seen in Damascus and Baghdad 
in my handicapped state by truck drivers who might try 
to way lay me on that route. Wishing to save time, 
part of my drive through Iraq was at night, and I 
discovered that all others on the road, presumably 
because of some misguided law widely in effect in the 
Middle East, used only their parking lights. Second, 
the British engineers who designed Iraq’s roads often 
put a 90 degree turn at the top of a hill or mountain, 
with no warning signs. (Possibly impoverished Iraqis 
stole them.) 
 
The guards at the Iranian border, after much palaver, 
said I could not proceed because my car had no 
“triptych”. After about four hours - perhaps 
belatedly influenced by my diplomatic passport - they 
reluctantly let me pass. It was 6:00 PM and I had 
roughly 120 miles to go to Kermanshah, the nearest 
city large enough to have a hotel. I arrived there at 
three AM. (Only later did I learn that an American 
couple was killed at night, crashing into a steam roller left 
by workers in the two lane highway without warning 
signs.) After many more miles I arrived in Tehran 
without incident. 
 
Two weeks later I decided to visit dear friends, the 
Consul and his wife, at the Consulate in northwestern 
Iran (Tabriz). When I saw snow on the gravel mountain 
road ahead of me, I alighted, lay on my side with the 
leg in a plaster cast out straight, and managed to 
install some chains on the rear wheels. The morning 
after my arrival, I went out to the car, plugged my 
electric razor into the cigar lighter to shave, 
started the engine, and heard a howl from the fan 
belt. After stopping the engine, I pulled the dip 
stick and found water in the oil! (In Beirut, knowing 
that some travelers had frozen to death in the 
mountains in November, I had had anti freeze installed 
in the engine; if indeed it was done perhaps it was 
too little for a V-8 engine.) The Consul arranged 
official transport for me back to Tehran, had the 
engine removed and shipped to me, and I took it to a 
local machine shop. There it was filled with a locally 
mixed solution and put in a bonfire to repair the 
crack in the block. 

Suspicious of the primitive repair, I ordered an 
engine block from the USA, which I hauled around in 
the car’s trunk. More than two years later, having had 
no problem with the engine, I sold the car, shipped 
the block with my effects back to the Washington, DC 
(foolishly hoping to sell it), and finally abandoned 
it one night at the door of a salvage yard. Meanwhile, 
quite satisfied with my first Ford, I bought another, 
a 1956 mainline V-8 sedan which I drove until I was 
assigned to Jakarta, Indonesia in 1960. Now, my 
collection includes one of Ford’s finer products - a ‘66 
Lincoln Continental convertible.

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What If                              by James Kaster 
There is a fine line in vehicle restoration when taking a 
car back to what I call “Original Factory Standards” 
(OFS). Many of us have wrestled with these restoration 
decisions with our Lincolns, Continentals and other 
classics. Are the paint colors, upholstery materials and 
trim pieces exact, close or adequate? Are all mechanical 
components original or replaced with Ford, Motorcraft or 
Autolite parts as opposed to some other supplier? We 
even have to consider the fine details of the right colors 
and styles of nuts, bolts and clamps. 
 
There are times when a replacement part is no longer 
made and no NOS may be found. So, one must make a 
decision to under-restore or over-restore a feature. For 
example, the vinyl wood grain appliqué for the Lincoln 
Versailles dash was only used on that one car. With 
exposure to sun and UV rays, they faded and peeled. No 
NOS exists for this appliqué. The closest aftermarket 
vinyl appliqué is of the incorrect wood grain, usually an 
oak-ish look. This would not match the rest of the car’s 
interior wood grain, which is American Walnut in a crotch 
cut pattern. In my case, I over-restored the dash by using 
real wood veneer to match as close as possible to the 
original vinyl appliqué. Though over-restored, it is in the 
spirit of keeping the car as OFS as possible.  
 
Then there are some liberties that we take to slightly 
change an original standard that perhaps dresses up our 
cars and personalizes them. Some do this by slightly 
varying a paint or interior color that only a trained eye 
would catch. Others make changes to audio systems, 
match all under hood bolt colors, polish engine metals 
and more. Would we call these modified vehicles? 
Probably not. However, an observant judge may deduct 
some points. But, should we care about points? There 
are a few schools of thought on that topic: 
 
�  Some purists believe cars should be totally restored to OFS 

with no deviations. This is the LCOC judging standard. 
�  Others desire some personalization, while staying close to 

OFS, as if tempting fate to see what may be accomplished 
without being penalized. 

�  Yet another group desires heavier modifications with perhaps 
some changes to the sheet metal, additions of body kits, 
bolting on performance equipment, etc. These fall into the 
modified class at LCOC events, which has a different set of 
rules for judging. 

 
Personally, I enjoy seeing all of these. It embraces our 
creativity to restore any car to any standard and the hard 
work is always evident. I feel that we should encourage 
any effort that saves a Lincoln from being crushed. 
 
Yet the point of this article is to consider another form of 
modifications to our cars. I call these the “What-If” cars, 
of which I have created two. These two examples are: 
 
What if Lincoln made a Signature Series for the 
Versailles in 1980?  
The “Signature Series” designation was a new series 
started in 1980 that was essentially the equivalent to the 
previous generation’s Collector Series for the Town Cars 
and Marks. So, if Lincoln made a Signature Series in the 
Versailles, what might it look like? I challenged my 
creativity and endeavored in this exercise with some 
slight modifications to my Versailles that took both the 
design and luxury up a notch to the Signature Series 
status.  See, on the next column, my customizations: 

Interior Upgrades 
�  Mini-console – adapted from a full length console in the 

bucket seat models and added it to the floor of the Versailles 
Twin Comfort Lounge Seat interior. (It may be easily removed 
for LCOC judging.) 

�  Rear head restraints – covered an extra pair of front head 
restraints and added them to the rear seats without disturbing 
the existing seat/package shelf structure or upholstery. (They 
may be easily removed for LCOC judging.) 

�  Full leather interior - ensured that all door panels, pull straps, 
seating surfaces, armrests, steering wheel and dash pad were 
covered in leather. There is no vinyl in the interior for a better 
match and consistency of textures and finish. (An extra set of 
vinyl door panels are stored to return the car back to factory 
standards.) 

�  Minimized exposed plastics - Reduced the amount of visible 
plastics by covering: 
o B & C pillar plastics in headliner cloth  
o Lower panels on the front seat backs with carpeting 
o Front seat backs in leather 
o (An extra set of plastics are inventoried for OFS) 

Exterior Upgrades 
�  Color Keying – As often exhibited in the Mark and Town Car 

Signature Series, the grille slats and even the bumper rub 
strips were color-keyed to match the exterior paint. I also color 
-keyed a set of lacy spoke aluminum wheels from the 
Granada/Monarch for a sportier look. (The original dish 
wheels as well as an extra set of rub strips and a grille insert 
are inventoried for OFS.)  

�  Pin Stripes – Additional pin stripes where added to the hood. 
These pin stripes are tape and may be easily removed for 
OFS. (Note: The Versailles never used pin stripes on the 
hood in any model run.) 

�  Badging – A set of gold tone Signature Series badges have 
been modified so they may be applied to the car with 
magnets; just for show. 

As evident with these customizations, my Versailles may 
easily be returned back to OFS with minimal effort for 
authenticity and LCOC judging. This exercise allows me 
to have the best of both worlds: factory and modified; 
essentially giving me two cars in one. It was important for 
me to be able to return it easily back to OFS due to the 
low production numbers of 1980 Versailles and the 
overall survivability of these cars.

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What If (continued) 
What if Lincoln made a Bill Blass edition of a 
Continental Mark III in 1969? 
This What-If exercise is a little bit different. Given the high 
survivability rate of the Mark IIIs, my restoration frame-of-
mind changed. I felt encouraged to do modifications that 
are not easily or inexpensively reverted. 
 
In the 1st quarter 2007 newsletter I talked about my 
restoration on this car. The car has just been painted. I 
chose the 1979 Mark V Bill Blass edition as the target 
vehicle for my restoration. However, I used a new white 
vinyl roof authentic to 1969 in material, sew pattern and 
color. This required me to paint the car in an authentic 
white to match that vinyl roof. What will not be authentic is 
the blue two-tone on the lower body side. 
 
For the interior, I could have left it alone with its original 
navy blue leather interior, albeit cracked, split and faded in 
various spots. However, since I want a white interior, I’m 
having the car reupholstered in leather, vinyl and 
headliners matching the white of 1969. The one 
customization I’m making is to match the 1979 Bill Blass 
look with a contrasting navy blue piping on the seats. (This 
is actually accomplished easily by reusing the existing navy 
blue piping.) 
 
Only 2 customizations on this car modify it from OFS: the 
navy blue two-tone paint and the navy blue piping on the 
seats. Even though the engine, its parts, the white paint, 
roof and leather are restored to factory standards for LCOC 
judged events, I would have to enter this car in the modified 
class. But, that doesn’t concern me. For me, it’s not about 
trophies. It’s about restoring cars, and enjoying the hobby. 
I’ll have a one-of-kind Mark III that’s fun to drive and show.

In summary, have fun with your Lincolns and Continentals. 
There’s no one way or right way to do a restoration. The 
hobby is about enjoying your cars, driving them, showing 
them and making some new friends along the way. 

eBay Searches       by James Kaster 
I’m a car collector. Subsequently, collecting cars is 
almost synonymous with collecting parts. We all need 
car parts. Thank goodness for eBay. eBay has made 
our lives easier by bringing buyers and sellers together 
all over the world. It has made our searches for the hard 
to find items easier. But, I’m still a busy person and I 
need to be as efficient as possible with my time when 
searching on eBay. So, I want to share with you some 
of my tips for more precise searches on eBay as well as 
ways of eliminating listings you do not wish to see. 
 
Sample search:  1961 lincoln continental 
produces 236 items 
(Note: the box for Search title and description is checked.) 

 
Now, by adding a plus sign, +, in front of search terms it 
tells the search engine that that word or phrase must be 
found in the results. +1961 +lincoln +continental 

 
Now, by adding quotes, we create an exact phrase that 
must be found. +1961 +”lincoln continental” 

 
But what if someone used 61 as the year and not 1961? 
Using parenthesis allows us to search for at least one 
match of the terms separated by commas. 
+(1961,61) +”lincoln continental” 

 
And if we want to eliminate unwanted results that 
always come up and that we don’t care to see, we can 
use, -, a minus sign. 
+(1961,61) +”lincoln continental” –“street rod” 

 
In this example, we went from 236 results from a 
generic search to a more qualified search of 166 
results. It makes searching for exactly what you want 
easy and fast. Try it the next time you are searching on 
eBay.
