How many of you believe in the male climacteric? You know, that time in your life when you are supposed to
go out and buy a red convertible. Well, I'll tell you a story that proves such a happening actually occurs.

It was 1980 and | was without a project in the basement restoring an old car. | was faced with either having
to do that homework | lugged home each night in my briefcase or find a project. This being an easy choice to
make, | started looking for an old car to restore.

When | purchased my first decent car in high school, of course, it was a Ford V8. No self-respecting person
of my age would buy a six cylinder stove-bolt Chevrolet or anything similar.

This was a decision |
would learn to regret and Beverly still reminds me of that decision on a regular basis.

Now, let's jump forward from 1951 to 1980 and my search for a project. | had found a 1936 Ford Cabriolet. It
was in very bad shape and was disassembled. Some parts were missing, but | thought, “No problem!” Ford
parts were easy to find. The car was delivered on Easter morning, which was also the last day that Beverly
spoke to me in a civil manner for a long period of time. In fact, she refused to look at that pile of junk by
turning her head the other way whenever she had to walk past the Ford.

That Ford turned out to be an unbelievable project. | even had to find a different frame for the car. It came to
Connecticut from Indiana. Fenders came from Hershey and Montana. 1949 running gear was replaced with
the parts from a 1936 parts car that | purchased. A rebuilt engine was purchased from a fellow named
“Flathead George”. He rebuilt old Ford engines in his garage up near Storrs, Connecticut. The restoration
was an absolute nightmare. | learned to hate that car. After a five year restoration, | drove the car around the
block and placed a classified ad in Hemmings Motor News. It sold for about $100 more than my restoration
cost.

But, you have to hear about the fellow who bought the car. He came to the house with his wife who stayed in
their car while he looked at the Ford. After a short time, he brought his wife in asking her if she recognized
the car. She walked around the car, then looked at him and said, “It looks like the car you owned when we
were courting”. They were celebrating their wedding anniversary. | knew right then the car was sold and |
offer to deliver it. The sooner the better.

The experience restoring that Ford stayed with me for 15 years. However, in 1999 | had a relapse of “Ford
Fever” and purchased a 1934 Ford Coupe, fully restored. It still doesn’t have any brakes, but it sure GOES!!

The Lincoln MKR concept introduces a new design
language of “elegant simplicity” on a four-door coupe
that also features environmentally friendly amenities
and fuel-saving technology, including its TwinForce™
engine.

The concept's 3.5-liter gasoline twin-turbocharged
direct-injection V-6 performs comparably or better
than V-8 engines, delivering 415 horsepower and 400
Ib.-ft. of torque on renewable E-85 ethanol.

The new design — created by a team led by Peter
Horbury, executive director, Design, The Americas —
showcases the visual elements that will influence a
new generation of Lincoln products.

“We've reinterpreted the best of Lincoln designs over
time, preserving the restraint and elegance
synonymous with the brand,” says Horbury. “The
Lincoln MKR concept is sophisticated and modern,
resembling an athlete — extremely strong and fit but
looks elegant in a tuxedo. “This romantic, sporting
coupe should turn heads at the show. And, ultimately,
this new design language will help lead us forward in
the growing premium segment.”

The Lincoln MKR concept features seven key exterior

cues, which define modern Lincoln design:
Clean, uncluttered surfaces
Powerful, dynamic beltline
Chamfered surface running parallel to the beltline
Distinctive Lincoln bow-wave, double-wing grille opening
Thin, horizontal taillamps that run from one side to the other
Significant C-pillar smoothly transitioning into the cantilevered
roof, and
Powerful cantrail / roofrail

Three or four of these design elements are likely to
appear on future production Lincolns, including the
concept’'s most dramatic feature: the double-wing
grille inspired by the 1941 Lincoln Continental
Cabriolet. The split grille is designed to resemble the
bow of a boat cutting through the water, giving the
oversize Lincoln star a proper home on which to stand
proud.

The Lincoln MKR concept’s four doors and body side
remain characteristically clean. A button concealed in
the chrome door trim springs open the four ‘winged’
doors, slightly inclined for additional sophistication
and a touch of drama.

From the rear, the coupe concept is instantly
recognizable as a Lincoln, thanks to full-width LED
taillamps stretching from side to side.

From above, this Lincoln proudly showcases its bran
heritage with a large structural Lincoln star that
punctuates the glass roof spanning the top of the car.

No doubt that the title alone has raised a few
eyebrows. There was no such thing as a designer
series Mark in 1969. Heck, even the early run of the
1969 Marks (often referred to as the 1968-1/2
models) didn't even have the Cartier clock option.
So, how could there be a 1969 Lincoln Continental
Mark IIl Bill Blass edition? The truth is that | wanted
to create something special, something one-of-a-
kind.

Last year, | acquired a 1968-1/2 model from the
estate of a former Southern Region member. This
Mark 11l was his daily driver with low miles (63k) and
in good condition.

| have always admired the style of the ‘79 Mark V Bill
Blass edition. The white on navy looks sporty,
elegant and nautical. Using my computer, | modified
a drawing of what a Mark Il would look like in that
same two-tone combination (shown below). | feel
that the two-tone treatment accentuates the sculpted
rear quarter panels.

Amazingly, the navy paint used in 1968 and 1979
are almost identical. However, the white paint in
1979 is brighter. To keep the car as close to original
as possible, I am using the white paint from 1968.
This matches the new vinyl roof for that year, make
and model. To restore the Mark back to original
LCOC non-modified judging standards, all | have to
do is remove the navy paint. | am adding a 1979 Bill
Blass strip kit, which is an almost direct fit.

Today, the car is at the body shop. It is stripped of all
paint and being readied for its new exterior color two-
tone scheme. | hope that my car will be ready in the
spring and ready for weekend drives. Look for it at
our local gatherings and upcoming national meets.
