Home, in 1953, was Spokane, Washington. Bev and |
owned a 1941 Ford Coupe that had a bad tendency to
lock up the starter bendix gear with the fly wheel ring gear.
This wasn’'t a major problem as | would just put it in gear,
rock the car and the bendix gear would break loose.

At that time, my job required travel almost five days a
week. When | returned home one weekend from Montana,
Bev related her embarrassment at having to ask a passing
fellow on the sidewalk to rock her car curbside down town.
Then she firmly announced we were buying a new car.

We went to the Ford dealer and worked up a deal on a
low-end five passenger mainline coupe. Since it was late
Fryday night, the salesman suggested we view the car the
next day at their storage facility. We met him bright and
early and went to the facility where an employee was
prepping a beautiful two-door hardtop Victoria for another
customer. The salesman led us over to that car and said,
“Now that’s the kind of car you folks should own!”

Well... you can guess the rest of the story. After seeing
that cleaned and polished hardtop, that salesman took us
to the mainline coupe we intended to buy; which had
collected dirt all the way from Detroit to Spokane. Next to it
was an aqua and black two-door hardtop with pleated
black and cream vinyl interior and all the bells and whistles
available in those days.

Bev and | were “goners.” We couldn’t sign the papers fast
enough. The next weekend when | returned home, we
picked up our first new car: a 1953 Ford 50" Anniversary
Crestline Victoria. No car we have ever owned has
equaled the thrill of that purchase. And | will never stop
admiring the talent of the salesman who sold the car to us.

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Garages

Garages can be a personal thing. To some
people, a garage is a place to park their daily
drivers. To others, it's a storage space for the
things they no longer use such as children’s
furniture and toys. For others, it's a place where
everything overflows when the house, basement
and attic are full. Perhaps, you have a boat or jet
ski in one of the garage bays. Yet, it can also be a
workplace for hobbies, organizing tools, placing
seasonal items and keeping yard equipment. And,
for many of us, it's a place for all these things. It's
no wonder that new home construction with 3 car
garages is becoming a more poplar option.

Above all of this, is the car collector. For the
collector, the garage may become a museum for
his/her vehicles. Such is the case of my garage. |
recently built a new home with, alas, only a 2 car
garage. Typical of new homes, it is 21 feet deep

by 20 feet wide, with a space-stealing water Painted and sealed garage floor, overhead storage, and
heater up front bumper mounted on wall to serve as a shelf.

Now, the real challenge is parking two Lincolns in
this space. To aid in this endeavor, | had
overhead storage built so that there would be no
shelves along the walls. This was necessary so
that the Mark Il would fit on one side. On the
other side, | have one small shelf and a toolkit
aligned on the front wall (not in picture), beside
the water heater. This allows me to park the
Versailles on that side of the garage.

To give the garage the “museum” quality, | sealed
the garage floor with paint and flakes, painted the
sides with six rectangles, hung parts and
memorabilia within those rectangles and added a
five bulb, halogen, track light system.
