Gas Pain by James Kaster

With gas prices averaging nationally above $4 per gallon, we're reminded of our trials and tribulations with
previous gas crises in past decades. But, sometimes we forget how automakers responded to the
challenges. In 1984 Lincoln offered a turbo diesel engine on the Mark VIl and Continental. The brochure
states, “Later in the model year, Mark VII will introduce a completely new, advanced turbo diesel engine
designed and built to our requirements by BMW Motoren of Steyr, Austria. Because the diesel is a
completely new engine - built specifically for passenger car use - a number of features contributing to good
performance were designed in. For example, to ensure quick starting, a "glow plug" fast starting system
was developed. This new feature not only reduces starting time, it also results in less cold engine exhaust
smoke. To avoid water-contaminated fuel problems, a special fuel conditioning system is incorporated. It
features a filter with water separator, a water level warning light and a fuel heater to help prevent waxing.
Complementing this new engine is a new ZF four-speed automatic overdrive transmission with lock-up
torque converter, specifically matched to the 2.4 liter turbo diesel.”

Upon purchasing this 1956 Continental Mark, mostly
original, but in need of restoration, | joined the Southern
Region club to help with the authenticity issues.

The car is black, with cream bolsters and dark grey
inserts, factory air and 60K original miles from Georgia.
The build sheet indicates that the car was delivered to a
dealer in Greenville, SC and never left the south. This
explains the @o rust© condition. Currently under
restoration in Asheville, NC:

- All chrome is being redone

- All stainless is being polished
Engine, transmission and rear-end have been
removed for a “freshening up”

- A complete new leather interior is almost complete,
using the original seats for the patterns
Exterior paint is good enough to be “touched up”
rather than a complete repaint
Dash leather is being replaced

- Radio and clock are out for repair
Electric antenna was rebuilt

- All new emblems, letters, engine accessories, hoses,
etc are being replaced
Undercarriage was steam cleaned and painted

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AACA Tour in a 1953 Lincoln

The 3rd Annual AACA Sentimental Tour was hubbed
this year in Burlington, NC on June 1-6. This is a five
day tour in vehicles, 1928 through 1958. The majority
of the cars were of the 40®@ and 50® vintage.

Beverly and | have participated in sixteen tours
sponsored by AACA or VMCCA but all were for cars
1935 or earlier. We either toured in our 1931 De Soto
roadster or a 1934 Ford coupe. This year we could
tour in our 1953 Lincoln Capri two-door hardtop for the
first time.

We drove the car to Burlington, NC on Interstate 40 at
the speed limit of 65-70 mph with bias-ply tires and
first year power steering with the temperature in the
90®. We had to "drive" every minute. The cars©
comfort zone is around 55 mph. Ventilation in the &3
is poor and it was a long, hot 215 miles to Burlington
from our home in Pisgah Forest, NC. Air-conditioning
was available on the 1954-55 Lincolns, but was a
"trunk installed" unit with large plastic funnels rising up
from the rear shelf. Not many Units were sold.

Each day’s tour was 100-150 miles with frequent stops
at mansions, museums, race tracks, plantations, large
car collections and anything else of interest.

The temperature continued to climb reaching 100
degrees one day and the ‘53 didn®like it. At the first
stop, it refused to start. Bev and | learned early on to
be prepared. | got out the starter fluid, burned my
hands removing the air cleaner and gave the
carburetor a shot. The car started right up. At the next
stop, it was the same story. | began to look forward to
the 5 o@lock cocktail hour.

On any tour, fellow hobbyists are ready with lots of
advice and this group was no exception. With about
130 cars on the tour, plenty of theories were forth-
coming. Vapor lock was the right one. At all future
stops, | raised the hood and the car restarted in that
heat with no problem. Rita Hayworth’s 1941 Continental
When we got the car home, | pondered how to

eliminate the problem in the future. The car® fuel

pump includes a vacuum pump for windshield wipers

and is located at the bottom front right of the engine

with a long run up and back to the carburetor. | don®

know if the problem is this line, the fuel pump or the

carburetor. | have started with a wrap on the fuel line.
