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Cartier Clocks

For a decade, Lincolns and Continentals
sported a luxury timepiece not found on any
other car: the Cartier clock. These were more
than just signed manufacturer clocks. Some
clocks had unique inner workings and gears
as compared to the standard Ford
equivalent. For example, the inner workings
of a ‘69 standard analog clock on the Mark Il
is different that that of the Mark IlI's new
Cartier timepiece that replaced the original.
Cosmetics were changes and the mechanics
were enhanced. The Cartier timepieces were
found in the Marks, Continentals and
Versailles for 10 years, from 1969 - 1979.

Designer Series by James Kaster

It's debatable which manufacturer started the designer
trim series for cars that were so popular in the 70’s and
80’s. Some credit AMC with debuting the designer concept
with its 1972 AMX Pierre Cardin. Others claim Lincoln
started the craze with the Cartier clock in 1969, though
this was just a signed clock and not an official trim level.
There may even be some cars of earlier decades that
hinted to this popular trend. No matter the origin, the
concept of designer series caught on and buyers snapped
them up to express their taste as fashioned by the
designers.

In 1975, Lincoln marketed several luxury groups that
preceded the designers’ series. These groups included
Silver Luxury, Lipstick and White, Saddle and White, and
Blue Diamond. But it was, 1976 that heralded the
beginning of the designer series Lincoln models: Bill
Blass, Cartier, Hubert de Givenchy and Emilio Pucci.

Future years would see the introduction of other
designers, like Valentino and Versace. What made the
designer series stand out where unique color
combinations, accessory selections, fabrics, materials,
patterns, stripes and badging. So, it's to the original four
designers we pay pictorial tribute in this edition of our
newsletter, with 1978 designer series.

1978 GIVENCHY EDITION

In Midnight Jade, the front half of the roof is Lugano grain,
Chamois-colored with padded vinyl (shown on cover). The
interior is executed in Jade leather with Givenchy's
hallmark “G’s” embroidered into the seat backs.
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1978 PUCCI EDITION

Signor Pucci chose Light Silver metallic with a Black
Cayman grain Landau vinyl roof. Tri-tone stripes, the well-
known Pucci logo, black bodyside moldings and turbine-
style cast aluminum wheels complete the rich outside.
Inside, one of Signor Pucci’'s own materials cover the
padded inserts on the illuminated visor vanity mirrors and
he uses Dark Red and Dove Grey for his interior.

Emilio Pucci of Florence, studied political and social science and
received a master's degree from Reed College in Oregon, and
then went on to earn a Ph.D. from the University of Florence.
Nevertheless, his ambition to be a pilot and he trained for that... a
most unlikely route to his present day position as one of the
world’s leading fashion designers.

Among his fashion awards are those from Nieman-Marcus, Sports
lllustrated and Burdine’s.

As something of a renaissance man himself, it is not surprising
that Signor Pucci’s favorite painter and favorite sculptor are from
the country of his birth, Italy, and of the Renaissance era: Sandro
Botticelli and Donatello.



1978 CARTIER EDITION

The Cartier Edition Mark V this year is Light Champagne.
The Media velour or leather with vinyl interior is
Champagne highlighted by dashes of Dark Red. The
Cartier signature appears in the opera windows and on
the instrument panel nameplate (where engraved below it
is the name of the car's owner). The Cartier crest is on
the rear deck.

Cartier, the internationally famous jewelers and jewelry
designer, is located on New Bond Street along the edge
of London’s fashionable Mayfair District and on New
York's Fifth Avenue, and is headquartered on Paris’ rue
de la Paix, surrounded by the chic shops of rue St.
Honore and Place de la Concorde. Cartier has three
times won the Caswell-Massey Jewelry Design Award.

1978 BILL BLASS EDITION

The 1978 Continental Mark V Mr. Blass specified is
Midnight Cordovan with a Valino grain deep padded
Landau roof of Light Champagne. The Blass Edition Mark
V is also available with a full vinyl roof. The Light
Champagne is carried along the bodyside in the
protective moldings and in dual pin stripes. The Cordovan
is carried inside onto the upholstery-in ultravelour or
leather with vinyl, whichever is selected.

Bill Blass, the New Yorker designer, has won the Coty
American Fashion Critics Award three times, for which he
was nominated to the Fashion Hall of Fame. He has also
received the American Fashion Award, the |. Magnin
Award, the Nieman-Marcus Award, and the Coty Award
for Men’s Fashions. The Rhode Island School of Design
has awarded him an honorary doctorate.

Mr. Blass’' favorite painter is Henri Matisse; favorite
sculptor, Henry Moore.

1963 Continental Flower Car

On this page are photos of a most unusual Lincoln. The
car is a 1963 Lincoln Continental Flower Car (I'll use LCFC
for short). You may already be familiar with these vehicles,
but | will elaborate just in case you aren't.

Flowers cars were used by funeral homes to carry flower
arrangements from the funeral home to the gravesite. The
flower car would follow behind the hearse in a funeral
procession. I've only seen one other, a 1959 Cadillac
flower car located at an antique car museum in
Tallahassee.

| saw this '63 LCFC ata local "Cruise-In" during the
summer. The owner is Steve Lewandowski of Kinston, NC.
Steve is retired and uses the '63 LCFC as a daily driver.
While not perfect, the car is mostly original except for the
custom wheels and seats. The customized features were
on the car when Steve purchased it from a classic car
dealer in Lillington, NC.

According to Wikipedia.com - A flower car is a type of
vehicle used in the funeral industry, used to carry flowers
for the burial service, or sometimes to carry the coffin
under a bed of flowers. Built on the same commercial
chassis as a hearse, the flower car has half-height rear
bodywork on the rear similar to a pickup truck bed. The
bed contains a liner to hold the flowers, normally built of
stainless steel so that it does not rust from the water.
Some flower cars have a raised, flat tonneau cover
across the bed at the top, upon which the flowers sit; the
center portion sometimes is designed to raise and lower,
hydraulically or by hand. If the flower car is designed to
carry a casket, it will be stored under the tonneau cover
in the space beneath, behind the opening rear gate.

In the early years of the automobile, open-topped luxury
cars were used for this purpose, but as enclosed vehicles
became the norm, specially built vehicles began to be
used for this purpose from approximately the 1930s
onward. Not every funeral provider owned a flower car;
they were an added luxury item offered as an extra-cost
option for extravagant funerals. The quantities built were
low; it is estimated that fewer than a dozen were built
each year by each coachbuilder in the funeral market.
Flower cars are still built and used but in lesser numbers
than previously. Old flower cars are considered quite
collectible due to their rarity, especially by collectors of
hearses and other "professional cars".
