Happy 30" Birthday to Lincoln Versailles by james Kaster

We don'’t call a Mark a dressed-up Thunderbird or
a Town Car a dressed-up LTD. We shouldn’t call a
Versailles a dressed-up Granada. The Versalilles is
one of Lincoln’s misunderstood vehicles. 2007
marks the 30" birthday of the Lincoln Versailles
and | thought it was timely to share some details
about this car. The one question that | get asked
most is “Why did you pick the Versailles?” The
answer is easy, if not a bit long, for 3 reasons:

1) | believe (as do some experts) that the
Versailles is a future classic. The combination
of a short model run, low production volume
and an ill-fated attempt (like Edsel) at
entering a new market segment makes the
Versailles a rare car today. (Unlike the Edsel,
though, the Versailles was a very profitable
car for Ford.) Add to this that many hot rod
and Mustang owners search for these cars
for their 9” rear-end and disc brakes, makes
the surviving numbers of Versailles today
even fewer.

2) The Versalilles is a recent enough model that
finding mechanical parts for restoration is
relatively easy and inexpensive. Having used
Ford’s 351 and 302 engines, most engine
and chassis parts are still readily available.
However, finding trim parts can be the
opposite experience. For example, the high
gloss woodtone appliqué on the dash panels
was not used on other Ford cars. Over time,
this material did not survive well from the UV
rays and heat. Almost all Versailles you see
today have cracked and pealing dash panels.
For my restoration, | matched the original
wood and cut (American Walnut with a crotch
cut pattern) using real wood veneers to
replicate the original factory look.

3) The most important reason for my interest in
the Versailles was to honor my deceased
father's memory. The way that Dad and |
bonded was through cars. We spent many
Sunday mornings going to new and used car
lots to look at and discuss the cars.

Dad’'s favorite car was the Mark Ill. The most
important reason for my interest in the Versailles
was to honor my deceased father's memory.

We spent many Sunday mornings going to
new and used car lots to look at and discuss the
cars. Dad’s favorite car was the Mark IIl. But, in
the late 70's when | was a teenager, Dad
needed to purchase a new car. He wanted to
buy the Versailles, but with a couple of kids in
college, others with braces and all of our school
activities, the budget only allowed for a Mercury
Monarch. So, | bought this Versailles to honor
his sacrifice and his dream.

While many people see the Versailles as a
Granada with different trim, there is so much more
to the Versailles. The Versailles was Lincoln’s new
test bed for quality improvements. Specifically, the
Versailles uniquely deployed the following
technologies and processes:

Structural improvements through rail stiffeners, sheet metal
braces, drive tunnel buttress and padded shock mountings
Use of double couplings for the driveshatft to the differential
Hand-matching of engine and transmission

Balancing and matching of rear axle and brake rotors
Matching tires and wheels for added smoothness
Friction-free and lubrication-free, plastic lower ball joints

100 pounds of sound deadening material

Finished and smooth door opening overlap joints

Rubber isolation of the accelerator cable

Electronic testing of every transmission

Computerized inspection of 50 electrical functions

Test driving of every Versailles on a road simulator
Evaluation of paint gloss with a special meter for clearcoat
finishes

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Happy 30" Birthday to
Lincoln Versailles (continued)

It was this attention to quality, choice of select
materials and loading of “options” on the list of
standard features that made the Versailles a true
Lincoln. In fact, the Lincoln Versailles was not only
a leader in Ford’'s pursuit of quality, but the
Versailles was also a pioneer. Some of the “firsts”

pioneered by the Versailles include:
Quality and Beauty — The first American car to use the base
coat / clearcoat paint process (1977)
Luxury and Convenience — The first luxury car to offer an
integrated garage door opener (1977)
Technology — The first Ford product to use EEC: Electronic
Engine Controls (1978)
Safety — The first car sold in America with halogen
headlamps (1979)

Lincoln produced a total of 50,156 Versailles over
its 3-1/2 year run. Sales started briskly in 1977
with 15,434 units produced. 1978 saw a significant
decrease in production to 8,931. With the
introduction of a new “town car” styled roofline in
1979, production skyrocketed to 21,007. And, in
1980, with the 2" gas crisis of the decade and the
introduction of the downsized Lincolns, Versailles
production was at its lowest at 4,784.

1980 is my favorite model because it is the last
year and the lowest production run, making them
hard to find. Also, Lincoln introduced some styling
changes for the 1980 Versailles, such as: Twin
Comfort Lounge Seats, 6-way Power Seat (all
previous years and the bucket seat option had 4-
way power), Date/Date/Elapsed Time Clock and a
MPH/KPH speedometer.

It contains 202 printed
pages of Versailles information, obscure facts,
brochures, magazine articles, a folding paper
model and more.

So, the next time you think about the Versailles,
think about how the car was engineered, designed
and crafted in the true Lincoln fashion with
emphasis on quality, safety, technology and
luxury.
